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3 shots to make your game better
Last month we focused on wedge play. In the final in-
stallment of this series, we will focus on an one of the
most crucial aspects of putting - Lag Putting.

Work on feel, maintain the angles
As amateur golfers, we all know what it is like to try to
make every putt. How many times, especially here with
our large greens, have you been in position to make
birdies, and walked away with bogeys. It happens to all
of us. Lag putting is an aspect that, with practice, can
turn most of your three-putts into two-putts, and that
will dramatically improve your golf scores.

Good lag putting is all about feel, and feel comes from
practice. Avoid hitting the same practice putt twice.
Practicing a variety of putts allows you to work on feel
instead of just muscle memory. As for technique, I focus
on two keys. First, keep your head steady until you’ve
completed your follow-through. Second, maintain the
angles in your wrists and arms on the forward swing.
Let the arms, hands and putter work as one. This is the
best way to keep the putter on line.

The game plan:

Speed and line are equally important on lag putts.
Get them both right and you’ll never three-putt.

Play for the maximum break, so as your putt slows
down it will be breaking toward the hole.

Focus on the break in the last half of the putt. Be-
cause the ball’s going slower, it will break more than
at the beginning.

Rule of the Month - Rule 13-2:
Improving lie, area of intended stance or swing, or line of play

A player must not improve or allow to be improved:
• The position or lie of his ball
• The area of his intended stance or swing
• His line of play or a reasonable extension of that line

beyond the hole
• The area in which he is to drop or place a ball

by any of the following actions:
• Moving or breaking anything growing or fixed (inclu-

ding immovable obstructions and objects defining out
of bounds)

• Creating or eliminating irregularities ofsurface
• Removing or pressing down sand, loose soil, replaced

divots or other cut turf  placed in position
• Removing dew, frost or water

However, the player incurs no penalty if the action occurs:
• In fairly taking his stance
• In making a stroke or a backward movement of his

club for a stroke and the stroke is made
• On the teeing ground in creating or eliminating irregu-

larities of surface
• On the putting green in removing sandand loose soil

or in repairingdamage

The club may be grounded lightly and must not be pressed on the
ground.

Using Positioning to Play the
Percentages

It is fun to watch a great team dissect
their opponents by using solid, high-percentage
shot selection, and then hear the victims com-
plain after the match that the winner didn’t do
anything special.  The losers cannot understand
how the other team won.  It is much like a chess
game.  The goal is to stay on the offensive, but
there is a time to be conservative and patient, and
also a time to be defensive.  Each move should be
countered with the smartest and highest percent-
age move by the other team.  If your team consis-
tently makes wise decisions, your opponents will
probably eventually make a bad decision or be
pushed into making a forced error.  I don’t get too
upset with a player or team that consistently makes
good decisions as to what shots to hit but has
occasional problems executing those shots.  I am
more concerned about a player or team that often
makes bad decisions about how and where to hit
shots and may or may not execute those shots
correctly.

Let’s say that you have hit a return of
serve and the server has come to the net and vol-
leyed the ball very deep, so that you must hit
your next shot from 10 feet behind the baseline.
A smart player decision would be to try to hit a
ball low and down the middle or put a high,
defensive lob deep and down the middle.  Low-
percentage, bad decisions for this situation in-
clude hitting a short angle shot or blasting a hard,
flat ball at one of the opponents.

Let’s first discuss the server. As the server
you are the dictator, the other players have to
react to your actions.  The serving position may
not be the same for every serve of every match.  It
really depends on the strengths of both the server
and returner.  If a server has trouble getting the
serve to the backhand consistently (on the deuce
side), he or she can move closer to the center.  If a
server is not effectively serving wide, he or she can
move toward or into the alley.  A change in posi-
tion will keep your opponent off balance because
it means the angle at which the ball arrives at the
returner will be slightly different.

We will discuss the server’s net player
next month so until then good luck!
